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2020 Covid-19 Related Pool Rules
Special Guidelines to MINIMIZE the risk of the Spread of COVID-19

e Stay home if you are sick or do not feel well.

e Use social distancing and maintaining at least six feet or more between individuals in all
areas of the pool and deck whenever possible.

» No gathering in groups of different households.

e Swimmers should not stand, sit, or otherwise block walkways or any identified narrow
passage areas.

e Face covering must be worn when entering the pool deck and restrooms or when
interacting in close proximity to other patrons. Face coverings should be removed when
there is a possibility of getting wet. Practice good personal hygiene including washing
hands often with soap and water for at least 20 seconds, using hand sanitizer, refraining
from touching eyes, nose and mouth with unwashed hands, coughing and sneezing into an
elbow, etc.

e No public benches will be provided on the pool deck. Please bring your own chairs.
e Please bring your own water bottles. Water fountain use will be restricted to a water
filling station only.

e Locker rooms and indoor showers are not available. Please arrive with swim attire on if
possible. The outdoor showers will be available.

The Windsor Locks Park and Recreation reserves the right to alter/adopt new guidelines as
necessary in order to minimize the risk of the spread of COVID-19.
